As you walk in the foyer to the church you will 

see this thermometer which represents where 

we stand with the budget for the 2012 fiscal 

year.  Just like a “real” business we need to plan 

how and when to pay expenses or invest in 

other projects based on our income. 

 

Unlike, a “real” business, the church banks a lot 

on faith.  The reason you are asked for Pledge 

Cards every year is just for that reason.  The Fi-

nance Ministry is in charge of the very real busi-

ness of the church; it is important to have a good 

idea of what to expect for revenue in the coming 

year.  The Pledge Card is their planning tool to 

do this. 

 

In today’s economic times, some have said they 

haven’t pledged since they don’t know if they 

can live up to it.  A pledge is not etched in stone 

and may be easily increased or decreased as 

your heart requires simply by turning in a re-

placement pledge card anytime during the year.   

 

Unfortunately, the number of pledges and the 

overall anticipated amount is significantly down 

compared to the last couple of years.  Finance is 

looking at some hard choices ahead without the 

necessary funding. 

 

The thermometer gives a reference to where we 

currently are and a general explanation of where 

the money goes.  Finance would be happy to ex-

plain the details to anyone who is interested.
