Dear Friends,

Easter will be really late this
year. It's April 24 and that makes it
almost as late as it can possibly be.
From the years of 1970-2040 the
earliest date for Easter was March 23
of 2008 and the latest will be April 25
of 2038- so plan ahead! Do you know
what causes the Easter date to be set?
Do you know how it’s determined?

Easter is connected in Biblical history
with the Passover since it is on the eve of
Passover that Jesus and his disciples met in the
Upper Room for the Last Supper. They were
eating the meal of Passover when Jesus strayed off
course and talked about “take and eat my body.”
Bread was given to the disciples and, taking the
Cup of Eljjah, he offered it to them to drink for,
“this was my blood of the new covenant.”
Passover was based on the Jewish calendar, which
was a lunar calendar and went through the whole

moon sequence of 28 days in the cycle. The lunar
calendar divides the year into about thirteen lunar
cycle periods instead of the twelve months we
have in the Roman calendar.

Easter is determined by finding the
Vernal Equinox, which is the first day of Spring,
then moving to the first full moon after that, and
then adding to that the first Sunday after the first
full moon. That’s why it isn’t until April 24 this
year that we’ll celebrate the resurrection of our
Lord, Jesus, the Christ.

That also means the Lenten season

Wednesday. This is a day when we decide to
make the necessary sacrifices that will help us to
grow in our faith over this Forty Days of Lent
(which don’t include the Sunday Sabbath days).
There will be a service on that Ash Wednesday
night from 6:45-7:30 p.m. when ashes will be
placed on the forehead in the shape of a cross to
remember how our spiritual journey is about

letting the old ways die so that the new

| and bring some friends and family. It's a
" powerful service.

We'll be looking at the last twenty -

each of us even today. The study starts
the week of March 6 and finishes on
Easter Sunday. Get signed up for a book, “24
Hours That Changed the World” by Adam Hamil-
ton and sign up for a class for those seven weeks.

These Lenten activities are ways to have us
be connected and accountable to our Lord for the
growth that Christ calls us to, that our membership
vows demand of us and that we, as Christians,
have accepted when we accept Jesus as our Lord
and Savior.

KEEPING THE PEACE

Do you remember the famous feud between
the Hatfields and the McCoys? A squabble started
between these families in the states of Kentucky and
West Virginia during the American Civil War. After
the war, the feud was kept alive by disputes over a
tiddle worth $1.75 and a stray razorback hog.

According to Stan Mooneyham’s, "Dancing
on The Strait & Narrow," by Election Day 1882 the
situation deteriorated to the point that three McCoy
brothers killed Ellison Hatfield because he had in-
sulted them. "Devil Anse," head of the Hatfield clan,
had the three McCoys rounded up and tied to
bushes within sight of their family cabin; then he
put fifty rifle bullets into them. After that it was a
life for a life -- sometimes two or three -- and even
the women became just part of the body count. Hos-
tilities didn't finally abate until the second decade of
the twentieth century. The cost to those two families
was immense. Almost thirty deaths were recorded
in the most famous example of eye-for-an-eye re-
venge in U.S. history.

You've seen this scene in the movies: a rug-
ged cowboy pats his pearl-handled six-shooter in a
holster hanging from his hip and drawls, "This here
is my peacemaker." Peacemaker? Maybe widow-
maker. Or orphan-maker. The problem is, shooting
people is not a good way to peace. It's a little like
the father who, while spanking his child, said, al-
most in cadence with each slap, "HOW MANY
TIMES HAVE I TOLD YOU NOT TO HIT YOUR
SISTER!" Gotta love the irony.

If force and violence can’t bring peace out of
chaos, what can? What does it take to make peace?
And to keep it?

The answer is clear. Peacemakers are not
weapons -- peacemakers are people. You and I.
Peacemakers are people with hearts for reconcilia-
tion and understanding. In our families; with our
neighbors; around the world.

Level-headed and patient people have al-
ways been the best hope for a lasting and just peace.
That is the only way it has ever worked.

Perhaps that's why peacemakers are call
blessed

We Give Together

One of the most striking accusations the Lord
Jesus made when He was on earth was to label some-
one a hypocrite. Time and time again, He criticized
the Pharisees and others for their hypocrisy. They
said one thing but did something entirely different.
They fit a description by Zig Ziglar who said, “A
hypocrite is one who is not himself on Sunday.”

That’s perhaps what the Apostle Paul had in
mind when he wrote to Timothy: “If anyone does not
provide for his relatives, and especially for his imme-
diate family, he has denied the faith and is worse
than an unbeliever.” In other words, to give credence
to Christianity, to give lip service to following Christ
and to trusting in Him as Savior and Lord, and then
to fail to provide for our own family, is hypocrisy. To
do so, in reality, is to deny our faith and to be consid-
ered as someone who has no faith in the Lord Jesus
Christ and no interest in spiritual matters.

It seems like such a small thing — relatively
speaking (pun intended) — that Paul is exhorting
Timothy to do. Provide for your own household,
your own relatives. Take care of those under your
care. Minister to those closest to you as a demonstra-
tion of your Christian faith.

Yes, we are to give to His ministry here at
Redlands United Methodist Church. Yes, we are to
be involved in ministering to others “on our own”
and as part of the outreach of this church. But we are
also to provide for our own families. We are also to
minister to them and to care for them, for by doing
so, we demonstrate the practical reality of our Chris-
tian faith. We thereby avoid the label of “hypocrite”
since what we say is what we do.

How’s the balance in your life? Are you pro-
viding for the needs of this ministry and those of
your household? As a result, do others (especially
your family) see Jesus in you?
