News & Views From Our Pastor …  
Dear Friends, 

 There have been a lot of things 

going on this past month.  We had the 

stucco redone because of large cracks 

and holes that were allowing water to 

flow into our walls.  We had the clean-

up day for the church and well over 30 

people attended to help out.  We did 

some arranging of music groupings in the 

Sanctuary as we experiment with different ways 

to worship.  And those are just things off the top 

of my head! 

 With all those things we have a lot to be 

thankful for as we enter into November.  We 

have an exciting youth group involved in worship 

and all around the church.  We have three new 

small groups starting that are changing lives.  We 

are involved in mission to Homeward Bound and 

others to help change lives.  We have an exciting 

worship service that is growing.   And we have a 

new Mission Statement:  “Love God- Learn- 

Live!” 

 With that new Mission Statement, there 

needs to be some clarification.  I recently had 

someone ask me about the first part (Love God!) 

and where that’s found in Scripture.  We see 

scriptural reference about loving God primarily in 

our worship so let me talk about that this month 

with the other parts coming in the next few 

months.  To start with worship, I’m going to 

remind us what Rick Warren said about worship 

being one of our primary purposes.  He had 12 

points to make, but let me summarize these 

statements with a few comments.  They are:  

1. Only believers can truly worship God.  

The primary direction of worship is from 

believer to God, not the other way around.  

Worship is expressing our love to God for 

who he is, what he’s said, and what he’s do-

ing. 

2. You don’t need a building to worship 

God.  Acts 17:24 and Matthew 18:20 tell us 

that God doesn’t live in temples built with 

hands and where two or three are gathered, 

there is (God) with them. 

3. There is no “correct style” of worship.  John 

4:24 tells us there are two requirements for 

worship- to worship in spirit and truth. 

4. Unbelievers can watch believers worship.  

They can observe the joy people feel in wor-

ship as they see them loving and praising 

God from their hearts.  That encourages 

them to want to search for the Living Lord 

as they watch believers praise God. 

5. Worship is a powerful witness to unbeliev-

ers if God’s presence is felt and if the mes-

sage is understandable.  God is with us in 

worship and we need to worship seeking 

that presence and the message has to be un-

derstandable.  When you come to worship, 

seek and know his presence.  I’ll work on 

making the message understandable. 

6. God expects us to be sensitive to the fears, 

hang-ups, and needs of unbelievers when 

they are present in our worship services.  1 

Corinthians 14 talks about being sensitive to 

those who don’t believe as we worship.  

That’s why worship is first about God and 

then about others- to invite them to worship 

God as they see us being excited 

about God.  See 1 Corinthians 10:32 

and Colossians 4:5.

7. A worship service does not have to be shal-

low to be seeker sensitive.  The message 

doesn’t have to be compromised, just under-

standable.  It’s about how we say it.  They 

want to know how the Bible helps them 

with solutions to their life problems. 

8. The needs of believers and unbelievers often 

overlap.  They are very different in some ar-

eas but are very similar in many areas.  

Both need to know God, understand pur-

pose, help with life and how to deal with 

life’s struggles. 

9. It is best to specialize your services accord-

ing to their purpose.  They require different 

music, order and style. 

10. A service geared toward seekers is meant to 

supplement personal evangelism, not re-

place it.  We are called to witness to others 

about our faith as Matthew 28:16-20 tells us. 

11. There is no standard way to design a seeker 

service.  We must treat all with respect, re-

late the service to people’s needs, and share 

the message in a practical, understandable 

way that helps change lives. 

12.  It takes unselfish, mature believers to offer 

a seeker sensitive service.  1 Corinthians 

14:19-20 says that when we think only of 

our own needs in worship we are being 

childish and immature. 

 When we worship, we are loving God first 

of all.  That’s why worship is for God primarily.  

But, that’s why secondly, worship is for those who 

are not coming.  We are to be their example as we 

worship in spirit and truth from our hearts and 

souls.  God is counting on us to do that.  Matthew 

20:27-28 says, “and whoever would be first among 

you, must be your slave; even as the Son of 

man came not to be served but to serve, 

and to give his life as a ransom for many.”   

We often forget that’s what worship is 

about.  Remember, if something in worship is 

not to our liking, ask yourself, “Does that mean 

that God isn’t there?”  We all know the answer to 

that, don’t we?  We were made to worship God.  

That’s something to be thankful for!  God bless 

all of you!

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We Give Together 
 In 1935, Dr. R. A. Forrest, president of Toccoa 

Falls College in Georgia, embarked on a trip to visit for-

mer students who were serving the Lord on the mission 

field. R. G. LeTourneau, a prominent Christian busi-

nessman, heard him speak in Omaha and was very en-

couraged by what he heard. The night before Dr. 

Forrest sailed to Japan, a letter arrived at his hotel con-

taining a check from Mr. LeTourneau for $1,000. Mr. 

LeTourneau thought it would be nice if Dr. Forrest 

“had some money in his pocket as he went around the 

world to give to folks in a tough spot.” 

 Dr. Forrest was elated and kept a detailed ac-

counting of how he used that money to minister to peo-

ple in need. When he returned to New York, he mailed 

the records to Mr. LeTourneau. A few days later, a re-

ply came from Mr. LeTourneau that simply read, 

“Come see me.” When Dr. Forrest arrived at Mr. Le-

Tourneau’s office in Peoria, he found a man who was 

deeply moved by Dr. Forrest’s record of changed lives. 

He said, “If you can be trusted with $1,000 and make 

that kind of impact, you can be trusted with $10,000” 

and gave him a check in that amount. 

 Dr. Forrest had received “freely,” and he gave 

“freely” (Matt. 10:8). He typified the kind of giving that 

God expects each of us to demonstrate as we respond to 

His good gifts by giving back to Him what was right-

fully His in the first place. 

 Charles Stanley wrote this: “When God deals 

with us, it is always in abundant grace. He is lavish 

with His love and forgiveness. None of us can ever re-

pay Christ for what He did for us at Calvary. He gener-

ously gave His life so we could enjoy eternal life.” He 

went on to say, “There are two kinds of people: givers 

and keepers. . . .If you decide to be a keeper, you will 

miss God’s richest blessings. But when you give your-

self away, you will reap the goodness of God.” 

 That’s because it is impossible to out-give God 

who has a unique accounting system. He never divides; 

He always multiplies. Will you trust Him today by giv-

ing generously to Him who “richly provides us with 

everything for our enjoyment” (1 Tim. 6:17)?
