News & Views From Our Pastor …  
Dear Friends, 
 We just had one of the most 

unifying Sundays in Redlands UMC 

history.  Our joint worship service on 

September 11, 2011, the tenth 

anniversary date of the terrorist attack, 

was a powerful worship experience that 

had many feeling the power of God’s 

love and grace in real ways that brought 

great hope and peace to many of us. 

 It was powerful not just in attendance 

numbers or being a memorial or joining both 

services together, but especially in spiritual 

connection.  There was a strong spiritual 

connection between members, regardless of the 

service they usually attend,  and especially 

between us and God.  Everyone that was there 

could feel it and the spiritual atmosphere was 

palatable for anyone to have as we came forward 

for a “family portrait” of the Redlands United 

Methodist Church. 

 It reminds me that connecting with God is 

so vital in our society, especially where 

materialism and economics and politics and 

sports are the supreme “gods” of our lives.  Those 

“gods” separate us, disconnect us, pull at us and 

can destroy our spiritual connections with the 

Creator of All.  They cause us to lose sight of the 

“vital” to turn our attention to the less vitally 

“important” (but not vital to our happiness and 

fulfillment!). 

 That’s why it is so important that we break 

down the walls that separate our secular priorities 

from our spiritual priorities.  We need to see 

“Church” as something we do outside the walls of 

this building.  We need to see that everything to 

which we’re connected is an opportunity to 

experience the power of the Almighty God.  God 

is all around us and constantly communicating 

with us God’s Word and message for abundant 

life.  As Romans 8:28 says, “We know that in 

everything God works for good with those who 

love him, who are called according to his 

purpose” (italics mine).  God is always trying to  

 

help us live godly lives.  The problem is 

that we don’t always hear God! 

 That’s why with holidays, such as 

Halloween coming up, we need to think 

and live in new ways.  I believe God would 

love for us to have every event and incident 

in our lives be an opportunity to connect 

with the greatness of God’s reality for our 

lives.  For example, Halloween was an 

event that came about because it was the 

day before All Saints Day where the great saints of 

Christianity would be honored and celebrated.  It is 

very similar to the Mardi Gras celebration right be-

fore Ash Wednesday and the season of Lent.  

Christmas was a celebration that was connected 

with a pagan festival around the everlasting life of 

the evergreen.  Easter was connected with the Jew-

ish Passover as Jesus turned the Passover meal into 

the Sacrament of Holy Communion.  The Christian 

religion has for centuries taken a religious, spiritual 

event and used a pagan or other religious cere-

mony to have it take on spiritual significance for us 

as Christians, thereby changing how people saw 

and interpreted the event forever.   

 We still do that today when we celebrate 

Halloween or Independence Day or New Years 

Day as a church.  Halloween becomes a day before 

remembering the honored saints who have helped 

us grow in our spiritual journey.  Independence 

Day becomes a day where we remember that we 

are a nation under God and that without God our 

nation has no chance to do God’s Will for the 

world.  New Years Day becomes a day of new be-

ginnings where we are reminded that re-

commitment and renewal of our vows to God is 

more important than a few resolutions that we’ll 

probably forget by the 5th of January anyway. 

 We see this in other ways throughout our 

society.  From the time of the Baby Boom-

ers, all music has become sacred, not just 

music in churches.  Since the 70’s all music 

has taken on a spiritual dimension that po-

tentially helps  
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us connect with God.  Isn’t it great when we hear a 

song on the radio that reminds us about our rela-

tionship with God?  Remember Romans 8:28 

where everything can be used by God to help bring 

about God’s Will? 

 The Churches’ role is to help people be con-

stantly reminded in their lives that God is alive 

and loving and empowering them to greater 

things even than the disciples did.  Whatever helps 

people to be reminded of their spiritual base as hu-

man beings connected with their Creator will help 

them live their lives in this world as better disci-

ples of Christ.  So, the next time something in this 

world bothers you, think to yourself, “How can 

this be reinterpreted or molded to become some-

thing that could honor and glorify God?”  Some 

things may not be by us, but many things can 

honor and praise our Lord.  I think you’ll find it 

not only makes life more interesting, but that it 

helps fill our souls as well! 

 God bless you and know that God loves 

you and so do I!

We Give Together 
The vast majority of people like to excel at 

something. Most of us like to do what we do in a 

manner that is truly first-class. Whether we are in-

volved in one of the trades, or whether we are work-

ing in a profession, we like to excel in what we do. 

Similarly, in the Christian life, most of us like 

to demonstrate our love for the Lord in ways that 

will reflect properly on Him and that will bring 

honor to Him. As His servants, we take great care 

that our Christian service is of such quality that what 

we do for His sake is first-class. Thus, whether we 

sing a solo in a worship service at church, prepare a 

meal for someone who is a shut-in, or teach a Bible 

class, we strive to do what we do for God in the very 

best way possible. 

The Apostle Paul indicates we are also to excel 

in the grace of giving. “ . . . just as you excel in every-

thing — in faith, in speech, in knowledge, in com-

plete earnestness and in your love for us — see that 

you also excel in this grace of giving” (2 Cor. 8:7). In 

other words, just as we might seek to excel in other 

ways which demonstrate our Christian faith in ac-

tion, we are also to excel in the grace of giving.  

In the context of the verse we just read, Paul 

commends the Macedonian Christians for giving as 

much as they were able and more. When we follow 

their example, we experience “grace giving” in ac-

tion, not only giving as we are able, but also, giving 

beyond our ability. This is possible only as we dem-

onstrate the fruit of the Christian life by the power of 

the Holy Spirit within us. As we step out by faith 

(which is one of the signs of a Spirit-controlled life), 

we are able to give in ways which might seem im-

probable or impossible at first. The Spirit of God 

thereby motivates us and compels us to excel in the 

grace of giving!
