RUMC CELEBRATES 35 YEARS  
It was July of 1974 that Redlands United 

Methodist Church met for the first time, at Broadway 

Elementary, bringing together people interested in 

starting a new church to serve the Redlands.  Then, 

on November 22 of the same year, the fledgling 

church received its official charter, thus formally be-

ginning the organization which many of us call our 

church home. 

It was then-district superintendent Walt 

Boigegrain and local businessman and First UMC 

church member Herb Bacon who first had the idea of 

starting this new church.  They both were instrumen-

tal in planting the idea and rounding up those who 

might be interested, and the rest is history! 

The early congregation was led by the Rever-

end Bob Toll, a young pastor who recruited members 

by going door -to-door in the Redlands, inviting peo-

ple to visit the church.  It worked!  Just as the Red-

lands area grew, so did the church. 

When it became time to move from the school, 

the first building was the multi -purpose room area, 

then the Sunday School wing was added.  Next came 

the sanctuary, more classrooms and updating some 

of the areas.  While the building has evolved and 

grown with our membership, the spirit of the church 

remains the same: Serving God and the community. 

Major projects over the years include the 

Heifer Project; Discipleship programs; Katrina, Win-

dsor, and Cedar Rapids flood missions; Angel Tree, 

Habitat and the homeless shelter dinners. 

Redlands United Methodist Church honors 

those who started the church and celebrates this anni-

versary with thanks to God and renewed hope for an 

even better future.

 Can you imagine trying to eek out a living on 

only $1,800 a year?  That's $1,800 for an entire 12 

months, not for one month or one week.  This is the 

struggle the average adult in our neighbor to the 

south, Haiti, is faced with.   He or she can expect to live 

only 57 years, is fortunate if they are the 1 out of 2 

who is not illiterate, and deals with ongoing food and 

water shortages.  In fact, over 8,000,000 people living 

in this small island country try to provide for them-

selves and their families and care for their neighbors 

in conditions most of us cannot imagine.  

          You may have read about former President 

Carter's efforts to help Haitians through political strife, 

or UMCOR's relief efforts there - perhaps after recent 

hurricanes, or mission groups who are helping local 

farmers work together to improve their knowledge, 

use, and care of the soil. 

          Marilyn Elliott, one of the folks from Redlands, 

will talk to us on Sunday, November 8 during the 

regular worship services about her experiences going 

to Haiti and supporting mission work there.   Her sto-

ries paint a vivid picture from which we can all learn 

something.

She 

heard about new legislation which would per-

mit any person over age 70 1/2 to rollover up to 

$100,000 annually to charity.  

Since Betty had all of the income she 

currently needed, she decided to make a gift of 

$2,000 from her IRA to her United Methodist 

church. Betty called her custodian and re-

quested a transfer as part of her minimum dis-

tribution amount.  

It was easy for Betty to make the gift, 

and she liked the fact that she could help her 

United Methodist church without increasing 

her taxes.
