NEW HOURS FOR SUNDAY WORSHIP START SEPTEME¥R

Over the past nine months or so, we have been examining, discovering, debating, investigat-
ing, discussing and deciding what our worship schedule for the fall of 2009 should be. The Music/
Worship Committee started discussing ideas along with the Church Council (made up of the lead-
ers of our church). It was decided that we would go from the three services we had last spring
(8:30, 9:45 and 11:00 a.m.) ttwo services of 9:00 and 10:30 a.minstead. These new times will be-
gin on September 13, 2009.

There were a lot of factors that went into this decision: church cohesiveness, fellowship,
education opportunities, our resources, music groups, hospitality, etc. But, the biggest factor was,
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Traditional to meet the needs of those who grew up in the church and loved the old hymns. We
needed the Contemporary for those who did NOT grow up in the church and needed more current
music and informality. And we needed the worship services to be more Bible -based and interac-
tive, which is what the 9:45 a.m. service was about.

In these two services we have the opportunity to be in fellowship with each other between
services with a 30 minute coffee hour/ hospitality time. We have the opportunity for the Contem-
porary to truly be contemporary with louder music, more current tunes, more interaction and ap-
plication of Biblical principles to our lives. We have the opportunity for Traditional to truly be tra-
ditional and share the old hymns, creeds, responsive readings, silence and reverence that many
need to apply Biblical principles to our lives.

Sunday School will be at 9:00 a.m. and will meet in the Sanctuary to begin with, but then will
be released to classes, with the beginning of the 9:00 worship being the Sunday School opening as
well. Sunday School will end at 10:15 with the Traditional service starting at 10:30 a.m. There will
be classes for adults at both 9:00 and 10:30 a.m. with teenagers being able to eventually choose
when they want to meet.
